Satan has us putting
“*Self” on thethrone.lt becomes all about
me, my needs, my wants. Satan has us
wallowing in sdlf pity, self indulgence.
We can ether ignore self or ignore GOD.
God must befirst in order to be effective
for the kingdom. Do you love him with
all your heart mind soul and body?

Any of the things we have talked about
will make usineffectivein our prayer life
and separate usfrom GOD so GOD does
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not hear our prayers. Satan will do
anything and everything to get our focus
off of GOD so we become uselessto God
and so God will not help us.

Battle:

Recognize satan isreal. He hasawhole
army of demonsunder hiscommand. 1/3
of the angels. Better the devil we know
than the devil we don’t know. Thelr eyes
wer e open and they knew HIM. When we
know HIM, then we have the mind of
Christ and spiritual discernment to
recognize the devil and histactics.
Demon possession isreal.

Recognize trials and temptations will
always be a part of life.

Consider it purejoy, my brother whenever
you face trials of many kinds because you
know the testing of your faith develops
perserverance. Perserverance must finish
Its work so that you may be mature and
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complete, not lacking anything. James
